Puppy Guidelines & Rules of the Road
Although none of us can truly guarantee that a puppy will NOT be afflicted with Genetic diseases, I do my very best to screen all my breeding stock and do the same with the outside Stud Dogs that I choose to use on my bitches.
Your puppy will need a VACCINATION every 3 weeks until it is 4 months old, with the Rabies being given between 5 to 6 months of age. I don’t like to combine the Rabies with the last series of vaccinations…it is harder on their immune system.

PARVO, DISTEMPER & OTHER PUPPY DISEASES PREVENTION: Taking you young puppy to the PARK, WALKS IN NEIGHBORHOOD, OR PET STORES is tempting but REFRAIN until your puppy has had the full set of vaccinations which will be a total of 4 to 5. I’ve seen puppies die from Parvo, Distemper and Corona because owners exposed their puppy before the vaccinations had time to be of any benefit. 
When your Classictail Puppy has had it’s final set of vaccinations at around 4 months of age, you should enroll him or her in a Puppy Kindergarten Class. I can give you a list of Instructors in your area. Remember, whatever effort you put into raising a well behaved puppy, the more enjoyable it will be to live with. It is your responsibility to make sure that your new puppy learns acceptable house manners which comes in handy when you have company over for visits !!

POTTY TRAINING & CHEWING: If you puppy misbehaves, such as chewing on something other than his or her toys, SPANKING or any type of HARSH punishment is NOT productive, nor do I agree with this type of discipline. If the puppy or young dog is chewing on a shoe or furniture for example, you can gently grab the dog’s muzzle and firmly say, “No Chew” then place an appropriate toy in your pup’s mouth. Dog’s have short term memories when it comes to “Doing the Crime and Consequences” so to punish a puppy or dog for something he did half an hour ago or even minutes ago is going to confuse him or her. The time to firmly scold your pup is AT THE MOMENT HE OR SHE IS DOING THE CRIME.

     It is your RESPONSIBILITY to keep an EYE on your puppy at ALL TIMES. If you go to the bathroom, take your dog with you or put it in it’s crate. If you need to run errands, do work around the house, take your puppy outside to go potty then place him or her in it’s crate. 

Puppies need to go outside to relieve them selves every hour on the hour until their bladder develops. By putting a doggy door off the side or back of your house is a great help in potty training. If you don’t want to put in a doggy door then it is up to every family member or person to make sure your young dog has a chance to go outside, every hour. Remember to take the food and water away by 5 or 6 pm every evening.
SPAYING/NEUTERING: Next comes Spaying or Neutering of your Classictail Puppy. If your Classictail puppy is a FEMALE, you MUST SPAY her between 8 to 10 months of age. If your Classictail Puppy is a MALE, you MUST NEUTER him by the time he is 12 to 18 months of age. This allows for the Male’s LONG BONE Development to take place by not inhibiting the dog’s testosterone level. If your want to neuter your dog earlier, please notify me in advance.
You must be very careful to confine your unaltered male in the house, yard or kennel, prior to neutering him to ensure an accidental breeding DOES NOT take place. DO NOT let your male run around an OFF LEASH PARK while he is still INTACT (un-neutered).
FENCING & KENNELING:  You must have a minimum of 6 foot high fencing in your back yard or a 6 feet high by 4 feet wide by 12 feet long Kennel with a top over it to protect your dog from rain, sun and from jumping over it’s Insulated Dog House or Igloo. Labrador Retrievers will DIG their way out of any kennel or yard if bored. It doesn’t take long for them to accomplish their great escape so it is up to you to puppy and dog proof the PERIMETER of your yard or kennel. I suggest using large cement pavers for the inside of your Kennel Run and along the perimeter of your yard. Rail Road Ties have been used with success in back yards but they tend to rot after being exposed to all the rain in the Northwest.
FEEDING YOUR NEW PUPPY: ALWAYS FEED your Labrador TOP QUALITY FOOD from a Pet Store. Anything you can find in most grocery stores is loaded with fillers and will affect your Labradors skin and hair among other health related issues.

     Large Breed Dogs should NOT be overfed and if you choose not to feed your young puppy “Large Breed” Dog Food then you should feed him or her  NORMAL ADULT DOG FOOD, not a “Puppy Formula”. You need to control how fast your puppy grows so you don’t run into joint problems unnecessarily.  I recommend 1 ½ cups per feeding and only feed once in morning and once in the evening. If you restrict your puppy’s food and water past 6:00 p.m. then you won’t have as many accidents in the evening or during the night. I STRONGLY recommend CRATING your puppy in a large vari kennel which can be bought at Petsmart or larger Petco stores.
Labradors can get a condition called BLOAT. To prevent this from happening to your dog, feed your dog 2 times a day, rather than one meal a day. Do NOT exercise your dog BEFORE & AFTER he or she eats a meal. Bloat can kill a dog within 20 minutes of onset. There is an article on Bloat, which you can find on my Classictail Web page, under my Favorite Link’s page.

     JOGGING AND FORCING your young dog to exercise under 18 months of age is not wise as it can negatively affect the bone growth and hips of your dog.  Only NATURAL, NORMAL PLAY with your puppy is acceptable until he or she reaches a full 18 months old. If you must jog with your wonderful Labrador after he or she is 18 months old try to avoid jogging on cement.

For my Classictail Warrantee to be honored, you will need to follow my instructions in this contract so please read carefully before you sign this contract. 
CLASSICTAIL LABRADOR RETRIEVER’S PURCHASE WARRANTEE CONTRACT 
This contract is a legally binding agreement between Joy Windels of Classictail Labrador Retrievers, hereunder “ Classictail “ and the individual whose signature appears on the signature line of this contract, hereunder “ Purchaser “. “ Classictail “ agrees to provide “ Purchaser “ with a Classictail Labrador Retriever, hereunder “ Dog “, with the following warrantee and subject to the following conditions and provisions :

HEALTH WARRANTEE :

“ Classictail “ breeds only from stock that has been tested and found NOT to carry genetically transmittable diseases of the hips, elbows, shoulders, hocks, eyes, heart & EIC ( exercise induced collapse ) Purchaser will be provided with a copy of all health clearances of the dam and sire. Although, Classictail has made every reasonable effort to insure that no genetic diseases will occur, there is a chance that your new dog will be affected.  Classictail agrees to replace Dog with another Labrador within one year at Classictail’s convenience if : 
1. “ Dog “ is found to be affected with hip, elbow, hock or shoulder dysplasia before the age of 13 months.

2. “ Dog “ is found to be affected with any genetically linked Heart Disease.

3. “ Dog “ is found to be affected with Osteochondrosis ( OCD ) before the age of 13 Months. 

4. “ Dog “ is found to be affected with a non-functional, genetically caused eye disease before the age of 5 yrs.

5. “ Dog “ is rendered non-functional by any other genetically caused disease before the age of 25 months.

To enforce this warrantee for dysplasia or Osteochondrosis, “ Purchaser “ must provide xrays and an official diagnosis from a certified Orthopedic Veterinarian as well as official Orthopedic Foundation for Animals ( OFA ) results to “ Classictail “.

To enforce this guarantee for cardiac disease, “ Purchaser “ must provide an official Doppler diagnosis from a certified canine cardiologist to “ Classictail “. 
To enforce this warrantee for any other genetically caused disease “ Purchaser “ must provide an official diagnosis from a certified veterinarian to “ Classictail “

“ Classictail “ reserves the right to have any or all diagnoses confirmed by a certified veterinarian of “ Classictail’s choosing. 

This warrantee cannot be enforced for :

1. Injury, disability or death caused by illness, accidents or physical activity.

2. Illness, disability or death resulting from failure to procure timely medical care, including vaccinations, tick and worm control.

3. *Illness or injuries caused by improper NUTRITION or OBESITY.*
HEALTH CARE : 

“ Purchaser “ agrees to have “ Dog “ examined by a certified veterinarian within 2 weeks of purchase.  If “ Dog “ is found to be unsound, “ Classictail “ agrees to replace “ Dog “ or refund the entire purchase price of “ Dog “, whichever “ Purchaser “ should choose.  “ Classictail “ will regain possession of “ Dog “.

“ Purchaser “ agrees to provide timely and appropriate veterinarian care for “ Dog “, including but not limited to, vaccinations according to the schedule approved by the American Veterinarian Society. Vaccinations are to be given to your new puppy every 3 weeks for no less than a total of 4 puppy vaccinations such as the 5 in 1 vaccination. 

“ Classictail “ will provide “ Purchaser “ with a 2-day supply of dog food and a list of approved foods. “ Purchaser “ agrees to feed “ Dog “ only a high quality pet food.  A good example of a POOR BRAND OF DOG FOOD IS “ ATTA BOY “ or most any kibble in the grocery stores. In order to provide the highest possible quality of life for “ Dog “ Purchaser agrees to diligently control “ Dog’s weight and nutritional intake.

REGISTRATION :

“ Purchaser “ agrees to use “ Classictail “ as a prefix in “ Dog’s “ AKC Registered Name.

All Classictail Labrador Retrievers are sold with an AKC “ Limited Registration “ as companions and pets only.  This form of registration does NOT permit any offspring to be registered with the AKC. “ Purchaser “ agrees to spay FEMALE between 10 month to 12 months of age or Neuter MALE between twelve to 18 Months of age. It is very important that puppy buyers be HONEST with me as their breeder.  If you intend on breeding this pet quality puppy later on, please do not inquire about purchasing one of my puppies.

If you are upfront with me about wanting to get involved with breeding Labradors, I would consider co-owning a nice puppy with you.  I have a separate co-ownership contract for this purpose. 
LIVING CONDITIONS : 

“ Purchaser “ agrees to keep “ Dog “ as a loved pet and companion.  “ Dog “ is not to be chained or restrained by a rope or lead for long periods of time. “ Purchaser “ will provide “ Dog “ with a 6 foot high fenced yard or a dog kennel run at least 4 feet wide by 12 feet long and 6 feet high. 

“ Dog “ must not be crated all day long when you are at work “. This is detrimental to the young puppy’s muscular and skeletal growth. 

“ Purchaser “ agrees to provide training for “ Dog “ to ensure his happiness and ability to be a good canine citizen. I can assist you in finding an excellent obedience trainer in your specific location. 

OWNERSHIP :

Ownership of “ Dog “ is transferred upon payment of full purchase price. Payment by check is acceptable, but ownership will be transferred after the funds are cleared.  I may also ask for Cash only.

********** “ Purchaser “ agrees to contact “ Classictail “ for approval of any change of “ Dog’s ownership “ or if “ Purchaser “ is for any reason unable to keep “ Dog “. “ Classictail reserves first right to repurchase “ Dog “.  Any change of ownership voids the guarantees contained in this contract. 

CONTINUING CARE : 

“ Classictail “ is committed to providing lifetime support and advice to “ Purchaser “ to make the experience of owning a Classictail Labrador the best it can be.  Classictail happily agrees to respond to the phone calls, email and correspondence from  Purchaser for the life of the “ Dog “.
